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Status Spatial Plan that has been regulatedup to year 2012 are240 Regency/city from 508.  The problem that arisesis thedifficulty  isto delineationon an constrained terrain that not  easy to be done in terrestrial.

Through the Regulation ofMinister of Home Affairs No. 76 of 2012, about  Guidelines for Confirmation of Regionboundaries, stated that for the withdrawal or delineation of administrative boundaries can be done by cartometry. This method is doneontheterrestrialareashaveserious difficultiesthatwouldresult inthewithdrawal ofthe administrativeboundaryconstraints.
Remote sensing can provide a positive contribution to the identification of the delineationof the administrative district boundaries conducted by cartometry. Based on the principles of remote sensing is the object that is difficult to attend the terrestrial will be helped.The method used are1. identification of areasthat are difficult to attend throughimageryandbase maps; 2. Identification ofadministrativeboundariesin accordance with theagreementbetween the partiesby using the image; 3.delineationadministrativeboundaries.

With this cartometry approach, can accelerate the availability of data for useful boundaries for the program Spatial Plan in Indonesia.
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
