Spatial habitat degradation due to human inhibition in respective areas of Inle Lake
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Abstract: As the utilization of human advanced, the nature is being affected to some extent; however, these effects were resulted in negative outcome mostly due to deforestation and pollution. Inle Lake has been suffering from the lost of biodiversity due to degradation of its ecosystem caused by urbanization of human. Evidentially, some areas in and around Inle Lake were polluted with human sewage and agrochemical that consequently causing unbalance in the aquatic and terrestrial habitat. Moreover, water body of the lake has been decreasing at an alarming rate due to eutrofication and warm climate. The main causes of these effects are responsible to native human who are exploiting the natural resources from their region without consideration for the future. It was evident through the experiences that pollution and increase in temperature were the results of greedy nature of human. Thus, the present research will be carried out to find out whether the actions of human play an important role in the future condition of Inle Lake. The present research will be carried out to compare the species diversity of organisms between disturbed and undisturbed habitat of Inlay Lake with emphasis on spatial habitat richness.
